s a journalist, General Manager & Editorial Director of the magazines La Revue du Liban, Monday Morning and founder of Style that he designed in 2002 and which in turn serves as a laboratory of ideas for him, Saër Karam has an eye as sharp as a fountain pen.

Belonging to a world where the golden rule is the absence of frontiers, it’s natural for him to bridge his journalistic experience to photojournalism. Since 1999, his pictures have featured in numerous international competitions. In 2003, he held a personal exhibition, “Planète Japon”, at the UNESCO Palace.

“I use my camera as a notebook to immediately seize photographic moments”, he says. 
Being obsessed with time in a field where emergencies and scoops reign, he was able to capture the fleeting and the ephemeral to make them last by the use of photography, which freezes them without denying them their nature. His cultivated view and educated esthetic portray the unusual in the simple appearances of daily life.

Saër Karam has a typical photographic style of his own, which confers on the reporter the dimension of an artist. His photos have a variable geometry with numerous layers of reading. As a perfectionist he wraps them up in the same way he wraps up an issue or an editorial.

In 12 great cities of the world, between 1997 and 2005, his eye has, through his lens, immortalized the places as well as the special and atypical persons. His photos have a soul, which is attached to those of cities and people he has met during his wanderings. An ardent defender of the French language and Secretary-General of the International Union of the Francophone Press – section Lebanon, he shares the commitment of France to the dialogue of cultures.
